We
are exploring how we may be able to assist him and his
workers as they reach out to orphanages in the area.

The fundraiser at Chilliwack Alliance Church on
November 1 was a great success. Over 250 attended and
donations exceeded $8,000 with more still coming in.
We currently have 2 Hatian babies at the rehab centre in
Chilliwack  - we hope that this successful event will enable
us to change the outcome for several more.
